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Chapter 1
The Campaign Financing Act

The Compilation of Election Laws covers Clapg 97-106, Florida Statutes. Chapter 106,
Florida Statutes, regulates campaign financing for all candidates, including judicial candidates,
political committees, committees of continuous existence and political parties. It does not
regulate campaign financing for candidates falefal office or candidates for a political party
executive committee.

Elections are conducted in Florida almost every week of the year by county supervisors of
elections or city clerks. Major state and couelgctions are held in even-numbered years. The
Governor calls special elections in circumseEmaoecessary to fill vacancies created by deaths,
resignations, etc. Many county referendum electiepecial district elections and city elections

are held during the off-election years. TBavision of Elections provides election related
assistance to the 67 supervisors of elections thant staffs, municipalities, special districts,
county and city attorneys, candidates, politcammittees, committees of continuous existence,
elected officials, the media, the public and other election officials throughout the United States.

The Division of Elections:
e Oversees the interpretation of and providag@uce on the enforcement of election laws.

e Provides advisory opinions to supervisors edéctions, candidates, local officers having
election related duties, political parties, political committees, committees of continuous
existence or other persons or organizatiengaged in political activity, relating to any
provisions or possible violations of Florida élen laws with respect to actions such person
or entity has taken qrroposes to takeSection 106.23(2), F.S.)

Glossary of Terms

Campaign Fund Raiser

Any affair held to raise funds to be used in a campaign for public offRsetion
106.011(11), F.S.)

Campaign Treasurer
An individual appointed by a candidate as provided for in Chapter 106,($e&ion
106.011(9), F.S.)

Candidate
Any person to whom any one or more of the following applies:

1. Any person who seeks to qualify for nomimwatior election by means of the petitioning

process;

Any person who seeks to qualify felection as a write-in candidate;

Any person who receives contributions or kes expenditures, or gives his or her

consent for any other personrireive contributions or make expenditures, with a view

to bringing about his or her nominationedection to, or retention in, public office;

4. Any person who appoints a campaign treasurer and designates a primary depository; or

5. Any person who files qualification papesd subscribes to a candidate’s oath as
required by law.

This definition does not include any candaldor a political party executive committee.

Contribution
(See section 106.011(3), F.S. & Chapter 9, Contributions.)

Election
Any primary election, special primary election, general election, special election, or
municipal election held in this state for the purpose of nominating or electing candidates to
public office, choosing delegates to tihational nominating anventions of political
parties, or submitting an issue to the electors for their approval or reje(Semtion
106.011(6), F.S.)

Expenditure
(See section 106.011(4), F.S. & Chapter 10, Expenditures.)

Filing Officer
The person before whom a candidate qualifies,agency or officer with whom a political
committee registers, or thegency by whom a committee of continuous existence is
certified. (Section 106.011(14), F.S.)

General Election
An election held on the first Tuesday aftbe first Monday in November in the even-
numbered years, for the purpose of filling national, state, county, and district offices and for
voting on constitutional amendments not otherwise provided for by (8ection
97.021(11), F.S.)



Independent Expenditure
(See section 106.011(5), F.S. & Chapter 10, Expenditures.)

Judicial Office
Includes the office of Justice of the Supremeu€, Judge of a district court of appeal,
judge of a circuit court and county court judge. A judicial office is a nonpartisan office and
a candidate for election or retention theret prohibited from campaigning or qualifying
for such an office based on party affiliati¢g®ection 105.011, F.S.)

Minor Political Party
Any group which on January 1 preceding a primary election does not have registered as
members 5 percent of the total registered electors of the (Seatiéon 97.021(14), F.S.)

Nominal Value
Having a retail value of $10 or legSection 97.021(16), F.S.)

Nonpartisan Office
An office for which a candidate is prohikitérom campaigning or qualifying for election
or retention in office &sed on party affiliatior(Section 97.021(18), F.S.)

Office Account
A candidate elected to office or a candidate who will be elected to office by virtue of his or
her being unopposed may transfer fundsiftbe campaign account to an office account up
to limits listed under section 106.141(5), F.S.isTiund must be used only for legitimate
expenses in connection withetisandidate’s public offic€Section 106.141, F.S.)

Person
An individual or a corporation, associationgnfi partnership, joint venture, joint stock
company, club, organization, estate, trustjrmss trust, syndicate, or other combination of
individuals having collective capacity. The term includes a political party, political
committee, or committee of continuous existergection 106.011(8), F.S.)

Petty Cash
Cash spent in amounts of less than $100 tadael only for office supplies, transportation
expenses, and other necessities by the cand{8at&ons 106.07 & 106.12, F.S.)

Political Advertisement
(See section 106.011(17), F.S. & Chapter 11, Political Advertising.)

Political Party
(See section 103.091, F.S.)

Primary Election
An election held preceding the general stat for the purpose of nominating a party
nominee to be voted for in the general electiofill a national, state, county, or district
office. (Section 97.021(24), F.S.)

Public Office
Any state, county, municipal, or school ohet district office or position which is filled by
vote of the electorgSection 106.011(10), F.S.)



Special Election

Called for the purpose of voting on a party noseirio fill a vacancy in the national, state,
county, or district office(Section 97.021(30), F.S.)

Special Primary Election
A special nomination election designated by the Governor, called for the purpose of
nominating a party nominee to be voted on in a general or special elg8gotion
97.021(31), F.S.)

Unopposed Candidate
A candidate for nomination or election to an office, who, after the last day on which any
person, including a write-in candidate, may gwali§ without opposition in the election at
which the office is to be filled or who isitlvout such opposition after such date as a result
of any primary election or of withdrawal ther candidates seeking the same office. A
candidate is not an unopposeandidate if there is a vacancy to be filled under section
100.111(4), F.S., if there is a legal procegdpending regarding the right to a ballot
position for the office sought by the candidateifdhe candidate is seeking retention as a
justice or judge(Section 106.011(15), F.S.)

Electioneering Communication

A paid expression in any communications media by means other than the spoken word in
direct conversation that: (1) refers to or depicts a clearly identified candidate for office
or contains a clear reference indicating that an issue is to be voted on at an election,
without expressly advocating the election or defeat of a candidate or the passage or
defeat of an issue; (2) for communications referring to or depicting a clearly identified
candidate for office, is targeted to the relevant electorate (if 1,000 or more persons in the
geographical area the candidate would represent if elected will receive the
communication); (3) for communications referring to or depicting a clearly identified
candidate for office, is published after the end of the candidate qualifying period for the
office sought by the candidate; (4) for communications containing a clear reference
indicating that an issue is to be voted on at an election, is published after the issue is
designated a ballot position or 120 days before the date of the election on the issue,
whichever occurs first. (Section 106.011(18), F.S., EFFECTIVE JULY 1, 2004).

Chapter 5
Becoming a Candidate

A candidate is any person who:
1. Seeks to qualify for nomination or ete by means of the petitioning process;
2. Seeks to qualify for election as a write-in candidate;

3. Receives contributions or makes expendituces;onsents for any other person to receive
contributions or make expenditures, withviaw to bring about his or her nomination or
election to, or retention in, public office;

Appoints a treasurer and designates a primary depository; or
Files qualification papers and subscribea wandidate’s oath as required by law.
(Section 106.011(16), F.S.)

What to File

Form DS-DE 9, Appointment of Campaign Treasurer and Designation of Campaign
Depository for Candidates is the first document that needs to be filed with the filing officer to
become a candidate. A candidate shall desighateffice for which he or she is a candidate at
the same time he or she appoints a campagasurer and designates a campaign depository. A
candidate may appoint a campaign treasurer asijdate a campaign depository at any time, but
no later than the date the candidate queiffor office. Nothing prohibits a person from
announcing his or her intention to become a atatdi prior to filing a Form DS-DE 9, as long as
no contributions are receige@nd no expenditures made.

Form DS-DE 9:

1. Shall be filed with the filing officer prior to opening the campaign account.

2. Is not effective until the campaign treasurgnsiit and it is filed with the filing officer.
3. Isnot considered “filed” upon mailing.
4

For offices not voted upon statewida copy shall be filed with the supervisor of elections
in the county in which the candidate residethatsame time it is filed with the Division of
Elections?

5. Shall be on file with the filing officer prroto the candidate accepg any contributions or
making any expenditures, or authoriziranother to accept contributions or make
expenditures on the person’s behalf.

Form DS-DE 84, Statement of Candidate must be filed by the candidate with the filing officer
within 10 days after filing Form DS-DE 9. THigrm states that the candidate has received, read
and understands the requirements of Chapter 106, ThS.execution and filing of the
statement of candidate does not in and of itself create a presumption that any violation of

Form DS-DE 83, Statement of Candidate for Judicial Office must be filed by each candidate
for judicial office, including an incumbent judgeithin 10 days after filing Form DS-DE 9. This
form states that the judicial candidate has rembiread and understands the requirements of the
Florida Code of Judicial Conduct.

Filing Officer

A filing officer is the person before whom a candidate qualifies:

Division of Elections............ccoeeen... State, multicounty, district and judicial offices
(except county court judge)

Supervisor of Elections .................. County cquadge, countywide and district offices
(except multicounty)

Municipal Clerk..........cccevvvvvvenneenn. Municipal offices
(Section 106.011(14), F.S.)

Resign-to-Run

No officer may qualify as a candidate for another public office, whether state, district, county, or
municipal, if the terms or any part thereof rewncurrently with each other, without resigning
from the office he or she presently holds. The resignation is irrevocable.

The written resignation must be submitted at leasiady® prior to the first day of qualifying for
the office he or she intends to seek. The resigmanust be effective no later than the earlier of
the following dates:

1. The date the officer would take office, if elected; or
2. The date the officer’'s successor is required to take office.
(Section 99.012(3), F.S.)

Changing Parties for Partisan Offices

A person who has been a candidate for nominati@apolitical party may not change parties and
seek the nomination of another party during 6 months preceding the general election.

(Section 99.021, F.S.)
Changing the Designation of Office
A candidate may change the designation of officewfbich he or she is a candidate by filing a

new Form DS-DE 9 with the filing officer. Hower, the candidate must notify each contributor
in writing and offer to return their contribution using the following procedure:
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1. Within 15 days after filing the change withe filing officer the candidate must send a
written notice to all contributors.

2. Must offer in the notice to return to the cohtrior on a pro rata basis all contributions given
in support of the original office.

3. Must include with the notice a copy dform DS-DE 86, Request for Return of
Contribution.

4. If the contributor returns Form DS-DE 86 with30 days of receiving the notice, the
candidate must return a pro rata share otatitributions given in support of the original
office.

5. If the contributor does not return Form DS-BE& within 30 days of receiving the notice, the
candidate may use the contribution for the newly designated office.

If the candidate is changing the numerical designadif the office for which he or she is running
that has resulted solely from redistricting, the notice requirement is unnecessary.
The following formula should be used to determine the pro rata share:

The amount of contributions contributed to danpaign that remains in the campaign account on
the date the candidate filed the change of designation

MINUS
The amount already obligated for goods or services
DIVIDED BY
The total amount of contributions contributed to the campaign
MULTIPLIED BY
The amount of the contribution contributed by the individual contributor

Pro Rata Refund Example

The candidate received a total of $5,000 from all contributors.

Of this amount, the candidate has $2,500 remgim the campaign account with an outstanding
amount of $500 owed for goods and services.

This leaves $2,000 in the account to be used for pro rata refunds.

One contributor gave a $500 original contribution and wishes to have it returned.

$2,500 — $500 = $2,000%$5,000 = 40% x $500 = $200

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Chapter 6
Prohibited Acts

Speaking at Political Meetings

No person shall pay money or give anythingzalue for the privilege of speaking at a political
meeting in the furtherance of his or her calady, nor shall anyone speaking for such a person
pay money or give anything of value for such privilege.

(Section 106.15(1), F.S.)

Using State-Owned Aircraft or Motor Vehicle

No candidate, in the furtherance of his or bandidacy for nomination or election to public
office in any election, shall use any state-ownedrait or motor vehicle, as provided in Chapter
287, F.S., solely for the purpose of furthering his or her candidacy. However, in the event a
candidate uses any state-owned aircraft or medbicle to conduct official state business and
while on such trip performs any function in thetlfierance of his or her candidacy for nomination
or election to public office in any election eticandidate shall prorate the expenses incurred and
reimburse the appropriate agency for any irijp exclusively for state business and shall pay
either a prorated share of all fixed and variatpenses related to tbevnership, operation, and
use of such aircraft or one-half of the totakefi and variable expensedated to the ownership,
operation, and use of such aircraft, whichevegreater. The reimbursement shall be made from
the campaign account of the candidate.

(Section 106.15(2), F.S.)

Using Services of State, County, Municipal or District Officers or
Employees

A candidate may not, in the furtherance of bisher candidacy for nomination or election to
public office in any election, use the services of siage, county, municipal or district officer or
employee of the state during working hours.

(Section 106.15(3), F.S.)
Making Contributions in the Name of Another

A person may not make any contribution through dcha&mname of another, directly or indirectly,
in any election.

(Section 106.08(5), F.S.)
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Solicitation from Religious, Charitable and Civic Organizations

Candidates may not:

1. Solicit contributions from any religious, chabte, civic, or other causes or organizations
established primarily for the public good.

2. Make contributions, in exchange for politicalpport, to any religious, charitable, civic, or
other cause or organizations established primarily for the public good.

It is not a violation:

1. To make gifts of money in lieu of flowers in memory of a deceased person.

2. For a candidate to continue membership dn make regular dotians from personal or
business funds to, religious, political party, civac,charitable groups of which the candidate
is a member or to which the candidate has been a regular donor for more than 6 months.

3. For a candidate to purchase, with campaign funds, tickets, admission to events, or
advertisements from religious, civigplitical party, or charitable groups.

(Section 106.08(5), F.S.)

Accepting Contributions in a Government-Owned Building

No person shall make and nagan shall solicit or knowinglgccept any political contribution in
a building owned by a governmental entityAccept” means to receive a contribution by
personal hand delivery from a contributor or tmatributor's agent. This prohibition does not
apply when a government-owned building or @oytion thereof is rented for the specific purpose
of holding a campaign fund raiser.

(Section 106.15(4), F.S.)
Making Malicious Statements
A candidate may not, with actual malice, makg faise statement about an opposing candidate.
(Section 104.271, F.S))
Certifying a False Report
Any candidate, campaign manager, campaign treasu deputy treasurer who willfully certifies

the correctness of any report while knowing teath report is incorrect, false, or incomplete
commits a misdemeanor of the first degree.

(Sections 106.07(5) & 106.19, F.S.)
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Limitations on Political Activity for Judicial Candidates

A candidate for judicial office shall not:

Participate in any partisan political party actedj except that such candidate may register to
vote as a member of any political party and may vote in any party primary for candidates for
nomination of the party in which he or she is registered to vote.

Campaign as a member of any political party.

Publicly represent or advertise herself or himself as a member of any political party.
Endorse any candidate.

Make political speeches other than in the candidate’s own behalf.

Make contributions to political party funds.

Solicit contributions for any political party.

Accept contributions from any political party.

Accept or retain a place on any political party committee.

. Make any contribution to any person, group, or organization for its endorsement to judicial

office.

Agree to pay all or any part of an adv®Ement sponsored by any person, group, or
organization wherein the candidate may be endorsed for judicial office by any such person,
group or organization.

A candidate for judicial office or retention therein who violates the provisions of this section is
liable for a civil fine of up to $1,000 to be determined by the Florida Elections Commission.

A candidate for judicial office may attend and speakhis or her own behalf at political party
meetings and other functions. However, carest be exercised to insure compliance with
Chapter 105, F.S., and the Code of Judicial Conduct.

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Chapter 7
Campaign Treasurers

Appointing Campaign Treasurers and Deputy Campaign Treasurers

Each candidate shall appoint a campaign treasurer by fiomgn DS-DE 9, Appointment of
Campaign Treasurer and Designation of Campaign Depository for Candidates with the

filing officer before whom the candidate quedd. The name and address of the campaign
treasurer must be included on the form. A candidate may appoint a campaign treasurer and
designate a campaign depository at any time, blateo than the date the candidate qualifies for
office. A candidate who seeks to qualify by peditioning process shall appoint a treasurer prior

to obtaining petitions. Nothing prohibits a perdrom_announcing his or hatention to become

a candidate prior to filing a Form DS-DE 9, as long as no contributions are received and no
expenditures made.

1. A campaign treasurer and deputy campaign treasurer must be registered voters in Florida.
2. A candidate must have one campaign treasurer.

3. A candidate may appoint herself or hinisat campaign treasurer or deputy campaign
treasurer.

4. Deputy campaign treasurers are appointed in the same manner as the campaign treasurer by
filing Form DS-DE 9 with the filing officer.

5. A candidate for statewide office may appoint no more than 15 deputy campaign treasurers.
Any other candidate may appoint no mdran 3 deputy campaign treasurers.

Form DS-DE 9:

1. Shall be on file with the filing officer prior to opening the campaign account.

Is not effective until the campaign treasur@nsiit and it is filed with the filing officer.

Is not considered “filed” upon mailing.

For offices not voted upon statewide, a copy dhalfiled with the supervisor of elections in
the county in which the candidate resideshat same time it is filed with the Division of
Elections. If the candidate resides in Leon Cotnetyr she need only file this form with the
Division of Elections.

5. Shall be on file with the filing officer prioto the candidate accepgj any contributions or
making any expenditures, or authorizirapother to accept contributions or make
expenditures on the person’s behalf.

(Section 106.021, F.S.)

Duties and Responsibilities

» IMPORTANT: No contribution or expenditure, including contributions or
expenditures of a candidate or of the candidate’s family, shall be directly or indirectly
made or received in furtherance of the candidacy of any person for nomination or
election to political office in the state except through the duly appointed campaign
treasurer of the candidate, subject to the following exceptions:
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Independent expenditures;

Reimbursements to a candidate or any other individual for expenses incurrednnection
with the campaign by a check drawn upon the campaign account and reported pursuant to
Section 106.07(4), F.S\fter July 1, 2004, the full name and address of each person to
whom the candidate or other individual made payment for which reimbursement was
made by check drawn upon the campaign account shall be reported pursuant to Section
106.07(4), F.S., together with the purpose of such payment;

Expenditures made indirectly through a treasurer for goods or services, such as
communications media placement or procurement services, campaign signs, insurance,
or other expenditures that include multiple integral components as part of the
expenditure and reported pursuant to Section 106.07(4)(a)13.; or

Expenditures made directly by any politicahumittee or political party regulated by Chapter

103, F.S., for obtaining time, space or services in or by any communications medium for the
purpose of jointly endorsing three or more candidates, and any such expenditure shall not be

considered a contribution or expenditure do on behalf of any such candidate for the
purposes of this chapter.

The campaign treasurer:

1.

Shall keep detailed accounts of all contributioeseived and all expenditures made by or on
behalf of the candidateSuch accounts must be kept current within not more than 2
days after the date a contribution is received or an expenditure is made.

Shall file regular reports of all contributiorsceived and expenditures made by or on behalf
of such candidate.

May be fined $1,000 or more or be subjectedcriminal penalties for failing to file a
campaign report or filing an incomplete or inaccurate report.

Deputy campaign treasurers may exercise anyeoptiwers and duties of the campaign treasurer
when specifically authorized to do bg the campaign treasurer and candidate.

Accounts, including separate interest-bearing accounts and certificates of deposit, kept by the

campaign treasurer of a candidate may lmpeanted under reasonable circumstances before,
during, or after the election to which the acceurgfer by any authorized representative of the
Division of Elections or the Florida Elections Commission.

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Resignation or Removal

» IMPORTANT: When a campaign treasurer resigns or is removed by the candidate, it
is required that a copy of the letter of resignation or removal be filed with the filing
officer.

1. Submitting his or her resignation to the candidate in writing; and

2. Filing a copy with the filing officer. Theesignation is not effective until a copy of the
written resignation is filed with the filing officer.

A candidate may remove the campaign treasurer or deputy treasurer by:

1. Giving written notice to the campaign treasurer or deputy treasurer; and

2. Filing a copy with the filing officer.The removal is not effective until a copy of the written

notice is filed with the filing officer.

In the case of death, resignation or removal of a campaign treasurer or deputy treasurer, the
candidate shall appoint a successor by certifying the name and address to the filing officer on
Form DS-DE 9, Appointment of Campaigne@isurer and Designation of Campaign Depository

for Candidates.

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Chapter 8
Campaign Depositories

Primary Campaign Depository

A candidate must designate a primary campaillepository with any bank, savings and loan
association, or credit union authorized to do bessinin the State of Florida. Prior to qualifying
for office, a candidate who seeks to qualifytbg petitioning process shall designate a campaign
depository prior to obtaining petitions.

» IMPORTANT: All contributions must be deposited into such account and all
expenditures must be drawn by a check on such account.

A candidate must file the name and address of the primary campaign depository with the same
officer with whom the candidate files the name of his or her campaign treasi¥errorbS-DE

9, Appointment of Campaign Treasurer and Designation of Campaign Depository for
Candidates.

The campaign account must be separate from any personal or other account and used only for
depositing campaign contributis and making expenditures.

Designating a campaign depository does not mean physically opening your account. It is merely
naming the financial institution where your cangpafunds will be deposite This is because

most banks require an initial deposit to ogenampaign account and a contribution can not be
accepted prior to the candidate filing Form DS-DE 9.

All funds received by the campaign treasurer shmdior to the end of the 5™ business day
following the receipt thereof, Saturdays, Sundays, and legal holidays excluded, be deposited in a
campaign depository designated pursuansdotion 106.021, F.S., in an account designated
“(Name of Candidate) Campaign Account.”

» IMPORTANT: All deposits must be accompanied by a bank deposit slip containing the
name of each contributor and the amount contributed by each.

Secondary Campaign Depository

Separate Interest-Bearing Campaign Account” or may purchase a certificate of deposit with the
available funds.

Any bank, savings and loan association or cnedibn authorized to transact business in Florida
may be used for this purpose. The separategisttdearing account or certificate of deposit shall
be separate from any personal or other separate interest-bearing account or certificate of deposit.

Any withdrawal from a separateté@rest-bearing account or certificate of deposit of the principal
or earned interest or any part thereof shalinaele only for the purpose of transferring funds to
the primary campaign account.

Campaign Checks

» IMPORTANT: When issuing checks from the campaign account, the campaign
treasurer or deputy treasurer shall be responsible for the completeness and accuracy of
the information on such check and for insuring that such expenditure is an authorized
expenditure.

Contributions

A contribution is:

1. A gift, subscription, conveyance, deposit, loan, payment or distribution of money or
anything of value made for the purpose of influencing the results of an electioaking
an electioneering communication. These include contribains in-kind, having an
attributable monetary value in any form;

2. A transfer of funds between political committees, between committees of continuous
existence, or between a political commitéeel a committee of continuous existence;

3. The payment, by any person other thagaadidate, of compensation for the personal
services of another person which are renddmeda candidate without charge to the
candidate for such services; or

4.  The transfer of funds by a campaign treaswr deputy campaign treasurer between a
primary depository and a separate interest-bearing account or certificate of deposit. The
term includes any interest earned on such account or certificate.

The exceptions are:

1. Services provided without compensation lgividuals volunteering a portion or all of
their time on behalf of a candidate inclogj but not limited to, legal and accounting
services.

2. Editorial endorsements.

» IMPORTANT: The law provides no exceptions for reporting contribution information,
regardless of the size of the contribution (e.g., the reporting requirements would be the
same for a 50 cent contribution as for a $500 contribution).

Unauthorized Contributions

The candidate can not spend the contribution, but at the end of the campaign can donate the
amount to an appropriate egtitnder section 106.141, F.S.

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In-Kind Contributions

In-kind contributions are anything of value made for the purpose of influencing the results of an
election.

The exceptions are:

1.  Money;

2. Personal services provided without compensation by individual volunteers;

3. Independent expenditures, as defi in section 106.011(5), F.S.; or

4.  Endorsements of three or more candidates by political committees or political parties.

» IMPORTANT: Any person who makes an in-kind contribution shall, at the time of
making the contribution, place a fair market value on the contribution. In-kind
contributions are subject to contribution limitations.

(Sections 106.011, 106.021, 106.055 & 106.07, F.S. & Rule 1S-3.004, F.A.C.)

Loans

Loans are considered contributions and angjext to contribution limitations; however, loans
made by a candidate to his own campaign areulgject to contribution limitations. Loans to or

from each person or political committee must be reported together with names, addresses,
occupations and principal places of business, yf afithe lenders and endorsers, including the
date and amount of each loan on the campaign treasurer’s report.

All personal loans exceeding $500 in value, m@da candidate and used for campaign purposes
and made in the 12 months preceding his or her election to office, must be repoFmanen
DS-DE 73 and 73A, Campaign Loans Report, and filed with the filing officer within 10 days
after being elected to office.

Any person who makes a contribution to pay all or part of a loan incurred in the 12 months
preceding the election, to be used for the maign, may not contribute more than the amount
allowed in section 106.08(1), F.S.

Cash Contributions
A person may not make or accept contributionsaish or by means of a cashier's check in excess
of $100.

» IMPORTANT: Cash contributions should be reported on campaign treasurer’s reports
to include full name and address of each person who gave a cash contribution during
the reporting period, together with the amount and date of such cash contribution.

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Debit and Credit Card Contributions

A candidate may accept contributions via a credit card or debit béwdey order and credit card
contributions are categorized as a "check" for reporting purposes.

Contribution Limits for Candidates

» IMPORTANT: Except for political parties, no person, political committee, or
committee of continuous existence may make contributions in excess of $500 per
election to any candidate for election or retention in office.

These limits do not apply to contributions made by a state or county executive committee of a
political party regulated by Chapter 103, F.S., or to amounts contributed by a candidate to his
own campaign.

Federal law prohibits contributiorisom foreign nationals to any federal, state or local candidate,
unless the foreign national possesses a green chuither information can be accessed by
contacting the Federal Election Commissiof-800-424-9530 or their web site_at www.fec.gov.

A candidate may not:

Accept contributions which in the aggregateeed $50,000 from national, state, including
any subordinate committee (which inchsd any political committee or committee of
continuous existence affiliated with a palal party) of a national, state or county
committee of a political party, and county executive committees of a political party; no
more than $25,000 of such contributions may be accepted pri@ctmber 5, 2004.
Polling services, research services, cost ¢éampaign staff, professional consulting
services, and telephone calls are not contimstito be counted toward the contribution
limits, but must still be reported by thenchdate. All other contributions are counted
toward the contribution limits; or

6. Accept contributions after the date he or she withdraws his or her candidacy, is defeated,
becomes unopposed or is elected.

Chapter 10
Expenditures

An expenditure is a purchase, payment, distidoy loan, advance, transfer of funds by a
campaign treasurer or deputy campaign treasugtween a primary depository and a separate
interest-bearing account or certificate of deposit, or gift of money or anything of value made for
the purpose of influencing the results of an election making an electioneering
communication

An expenditure for an electioneering communication is made when the earliest of the
following occurs:

1. A person executes a contract for applicable goods or services;

2. A person makes payment, in whole or in part, for applicable goods or services; or
3. The electioneering communication is publicly disseminated.
>

IMPORTANT: Only a campaign treasurer or deputy campaign treasurer is allowed to
sign checks drawn on the campaign account. The campaign treasurer or deputy
campaign treasurer who signs a check shall be responsible for the completeness and
accuracy of the information on the check and for ensuring it is an authorized
expenditure.

A candidate or other individual mdoe reimbursed for expenses incurredonnection with the
campaign by a check drawn on the campaign accaunt reported pursuant to section 106.07(4),
F.S.After July 1, 2004, the full name and address of each person to whom the candidate or
other individual made payment for which reimbursement was made by check drawn upon

the campaign account shall be reported pursuant to Section 106.07(4), F.S., together with

the purpose of such payment.

A candidate or the spouse of a candidate matyuse campaign funds to defray normal living
expenses for the candidate or the candidateisediate family other than expenses actually
incurred during the campaign for transportation, meals and lodging.

A candidate shall:

1. Pay all campaign expenditures by a check drawn on the campaign account (except petty
cash);

2. Pay the gualifying fee by a check drawn on the campaign account;

3. Pay for all expenses authorized or incurred for the purchase of goods or services upon final
delivery and acceptance of the goods or services; and

4. Pay for public utilities such as telephone, elecyggs, water and like services when the bill
is received. Utility companies providing services to candidates must charge a deposit
sufficient to meet all anticipated charges during a billing period.

» IMPORTANT: No candidate, campaign manager, treasurer, deputy treasurer, or any
person acting on behalf of the foregoing, shall authorize any expenses, unless there are
sufficient funds on deposit in the primary depository account of the candidate to pay the
full amount of the authorized expense, to honor all other checks draw on such account,
which checks are outstanding, and to meet all expenses previously authorized but not
yet paid.
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Sufficient funds means that the funds at issueeHaeen delivered for deposit to the financial
institution at which such account is maintainadd not that such funds are available for
withdrawal in accordance with the deposit rulesherfunds availability policies of such financial
institution.

Petty Cash Funds

A campaign treasurer may provide a petty cash fondhe candidate. To establish a petty cash
fund, the campaign treasurer must write a check drawn on the primary campaign account.
A candidate must:

1. Spend petty cash in amounts of less than &@Dpetty cash may only be used for office
supplies, transportation expenses, and other necessities;

2. Report the total amount withdrawn and the total amount spent for petty cash in each
reporting period;

3. Keep complete records of petty cash although each expenditure does not have to be
reported individually;

Not mix cash contributions with petty cash; and
Not use petty cash for the purchase of tiggace or services from any communications
media.

From the day a candidate appoints his or her campaign treasurer until the last day a candidate can
qualify for office the campaign treasurer may withdraw from the campaign account for the
purpose of providing a petty cash fund for the candidate:

1.  $500 per calendar quarter.
After qualifying is over and until the election which the candidate is eliminated or elected to
office or the time in which the candiddiecomes unopposed the treasurer may withdraw:
1.  $500 per week for all statewide candidates.
2. $100 per week for all other candidates.

Independent Expenditures

An independent expenditure means an experedmade by a person for the purpose>afressly
advocating the election or defeat of a candidavhich expenditure is not controlled by,
coordinated with, or made upooresultation with, any candidate or agent of such candidate. An
expenditure for such purpose by a person havingrdract with the candidate or agent of such
candidate in a given election period simalt be deemed an independent expenditure.

If the independent expenditure is, in the aggtegin the amount of $100 or more, the person
must file a report with the candidate’s filing officer.

Political advertisements paid for by erdlependent expenditure must contain:
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1. The following statement:*“Paid political advertisement paid for by (name of person or
committee paying for the advertisement) independently of any (candidate).”

The name and address of the person paying for the advertisement.

A statement that no candidate has approved the advertisement.

Persons making independent exgitures for political advertisements must provide a written
statement that no candidate has approved tlverasement to the newspaper, radio station,
television station, or other medium for easbch advertisement submitted for publication,
display, broadcast, or other distribution.

The exceptions are:

1. Campaign messages designed to be worn bysompend used by a candidate and his or her
supporters.

2. Novelty items having a retail value of $10 es$ which support, not oppose, a candidate or
issue.

An expenditure for the purpose efpressly advocating the election or defeat of a candidate
which is made by the national, state, or cowexgcutive committee of a [iical party, including
any subordinate committee of a national, statepanty committee of a political party, or by any
political committee or committee of continuoegistence, or any other person, shall not be
considered an independent expémdi if the committee or person:

1. Communicates with the candidate, the candidate's campaign, or an agent of the candidate
acting on behalf of the candidate, includiagy pollster, media consultant, advertising
agency, vendor, advisor, or staff member concerning the preparation of, use of, or payment
for, the specific expenditure or advertising campaign at issue; or

2. Makes a payment in cooperation, consultationgarcert with, at the request or suggestion
of, or pursuant to any general or particuladerstanding with the candidate, the candidate's
campaign, a political committee supporting the candidate, or an agent of the candidate
relating to the specific expenditure or advertising campaign at issue; or

3. Makes a payment for the dissemination, distribution, or republication, in whole or in part, of
any broadcast or any written, graphic, or other form of campaign material prepared by the
candidate, the candidate's campaign, or antagf the candidate, including any pollster,
media consultant, advertising agency, vendor, advisor, or staff member; or

4. Makes a payment based on information aboat ¢andidate's plans, projects, or needs
communicated to a member of the committee or person by the candidate or any agent of the
candidate, provided the committee or person usemtbrmation in any way, in whole or in
part, either directly or indirectly, to design, prepare, or pay for the specific expenditure or
advertising campaign at issue; or

5. After the last day of qualifying for statewidelegislative office, there is a consultation about
the candidate's plans, projects, or need®imection with the candidate's pursuit of election
to office and the information is used imyaway to plan, create, design, or prepare an
independent expenditure or advertising campaign with:

a. Any officer, director, employee or agent of a national, state or county executive
committee of a political party that has made or intends to make expenditures in
connection with or contributions to the candidate; or
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b. Any person whose professional services have betained by a national, state or county
executive committee of a political party thashmade or intends to make expenditures
in connection with or contributions to the candidate; or

6. After the last day of qualifying for statevador legislative office, retains the professional
services of any person also providing those services to the candidate in connection with the
candidate's pursuit of election to office; or

7. Arranges, coordinates, or directs the expenditinr@ny way, with the candidate or an agent
of the candidate.
(Sections 106.011(5), (18), 106.071 & 106.143, F.S.,
NEW LANGUAGE EFFECTIVE JULY 1, 2004)

Credit Cards

Candidates for statewide office may obtain a credit card under the following conditions:

1. For use in making travel-related campaign exjieires to include &msportation, lodging,
meals and other travel expenses incurred.

It must be obtained from the same baekignated as the primary campaign depository.
It must be in the name of the candidatel reflect that it is a campaign account.

A copy of the agreement or contract betweendéindidate and bank, along with a list of all
persons authorized to use the card, must be filed with the Division of Elections prior to
being used.

6. Each statement received from the issuahefcredit card must be paid upon receipt.

Electioneering Communications

Electioneering communication means a paid expression in any communications media by
means other than the spoken word in direct conversation that:

1. Refers to or depicts a clearly identified candidate for office or contains a clear reference
indicating that an issue is to be voted on at an election, without expressly advocating the
election or defeat of a candidate or passage of an issue;

2. s targeted to the relevant electorate for communications referring to or depicting a
clearly identified candidate for office. A communication is considered targeted if 1,000
or more persons in the geographic area the candidate would represent if elected will
receive the communication;

3. s published after the end of the candidate qualifying period for the office sought by the
candidate, for communications referring to or depicting a clearly identified candidate
for office; and

4. s published after the issue is designated a ballot position or 120 days before the date of
the election on the issue, whichever occurs first, for communications containing a clear
reference indicating that issue is to be voted on in an election.

The exceptions are:

1. A statement or depiction by an organization, in existence prior to the time during which
a candidate named or depicted qualifies or an issue identified is placed on the ballot for
that election, made in that organization’s newsletter distributed only to members of that
organization;

2. An editorial endorsement, news story, commentary, or editorial by any newspaper,
radio, television station, or other recognized news medium;

3. A communication that constitutes a public debate or forum that includes at least two
opposing candidates for an office or one advocate and one opponent of an issue, or that
solely promotes such a debate or forum and is made by or on behalf of the person
sponsoring the debate or forum, provided that the staging organization:

a. Is either a charitable organization that does not make other electioneering
communications and does not otherwise support or oppose any political candidate
or political party; or a newspaper, radio station, television station, or other
recognized news medium; and

b. Does not structure the debate to promote or advance one candidate or issue position
over another.
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An expenditure made for, or in furtherance of, an electioneering communication shall not
be considered a contribution to or on behalf of any candidate and shall not constitute an

independent expenditure, nor be subject to the limitations applicable to independent
expenditures.

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Chapter 11
Political Advertising

A political advertisement is a paid expressianany communications media, whether radio,
television, newspaper, magazine, periodical, g literature, direct mail, or display or by
means other than the spoken word in direct conversation, whjichssly advocates the election

or defeat of a candidate or the approval or rejection of an issue.

Candidate Disclaimers

Any political advertisement that is paid for by a candidate and that is published, displayed,
or circulated prior to, or on the day of, any election must prominently state: “Political
advertisement paid for and approved by (name of candidate) (party affiliation) for (office
sought).”

Any political advertisement of a candidate running for partisan office shall express the
name of the political party of which the candidate is seeking nomination or is the nominee.

If the candidate for partisan office is running as a candidate with no party affiliation, any
advertisement of the candidate must state that the candidate has no party affiliation. A

candidate who is registered in a political party may run as a candidate with “no party
affiliation” without changing his or her registration.

Other Disclaimers

Any other political advertisement published, displayed, or circulated prior to, or on the day
of, any election must prominently be marked “paid political advertisement” or *“pd. pol. adv.”
and must state the name and address of the persons sponsoring the advertisement.

The political advertisement must also state whether the advertisement and cost of
production is paid for or provided in-kind by or at the expense of the entity publishing,
displaying, broadcasting, or circulating the political advertisement; or state who provided
or paid for the advertisement and cost of production, if different from the source of
sponsorship. (This paragraph does not apply if the source of sponsorship is patently clear
from the content or format of the political advertisement.)

It is unlawful for any candidate or person on behalf of a candidate to represent that any
person or organization supports such candidate, unless the person or organization so
